Could you imagine bombs raining down on Ramsgate because some foreign enemy
had its agents scattered among us? There is no justice for poor ordinary people in Lebanon or The Holy Land and the aggressor hides
behind the cowardice of great earthly powers who support it, regardless of how many people are killed, homes destroyed and lives

completely devastated.

The Latin Patriarch of Jerusalem has also called for Monday 7" October 2024 to be a day of prayer, fasting, and penance for
reconciliation and peace in the Holy Land amidst the ongoing violence and hatred. Pope Francis has also joined with the Patriarch in
commending this day of prayer to all Christians.
